As Chief Executive Officer of Big Brothers Big Sisters of 
Long Island, William Tymann oversees all aspects of the 
agency’s mentoring and support services.

Prior to his position as CEO, Mr. Tymann served as 
BBBSLI’s Executive Director from 1979 through 1994. 
During this time, he orchestrated the merger of the 
Nassau and Suffolk County Big Brothers Big Sisters 
agencies to form Big Brothers Big Sisters of Long Island.

Under Mr. Tymann’s leadership and entrepreneurial 
direction, the Big Brothers Big Sisters of Long Island Donation Center was estab-
lished in 1997, allowing Nassau and Suffolk County residents to donate their 
unwanted clothing and household items in turn to generate funds for the agency 
to increase the number of children and families served by the BBBSLI programs. 

Additionally, Mr. Tymann enhanced the agency’s financial position through the 
purchase of two buildings (Levittown, 1988 and Islandia, 2010) and has dramati-
cally reduced the reliance on public funding from 100% to 10%. 

Mr. Tymann is nationally recognized as the founder of the Big Brothers Big Sisters 
High School Program in 1979, which has been replicated throughout the country. 
He is a former member of the National Professional Association Leadership Council 
of Big Brothers Big Sisters of America and former Chair of the New York State Asso-
ciation.

Mr. Tymann received his Bachelor of Arts Degree from Fordham University in 1970.
